AGREEMENT FOR THE USE OF PHOTOGRAPHIC MATERIAL

WHEN REPRODUCING WORKS BY EDVARD MUNCH

It is a prerequisite of permission for the reproduction of works by Edvard Munch granted by BONO (or by one of BONO’s sister organisations) as handlers of the copyright to Edvard Munch’s oeuvre on behalf of the Munch Museum, that approved photographic material is used and that the work of art is correctly credited. Only photographic material supplied by the Munch Museum or the institution appointed/ accepted by the Munch Museum may be used for the reproduction of the artist’s works.

The Munch Museum’s rental fees are as follows: Digital images of Edvard Munch’s works of art NOK 900 each, digital images of documentary photographs NOK 450 each. No photographic material may be transferred, sold or in any other way handed over to a third party without the consent of the Munch Museum. No photographic material may be duplicated.

The image may not be cut, and no text printed on the image surface without approval of the lay-out. If the work is reproduced only in part, this must be clearly stated. The reproduction may not exceed the dimensions of the original work without special permission. Reproductions of works on paper, i.e. graphic prints, water-colours, and drawings, must distinctly deviate from the original size. Upon request proof impressions must be presented for approval before printing, and corrections carried out in accordance with instructions.

The following credit line is to be given as a caption unless the information is otherwise clearly stated in the accompanying text: a) Edvard Munch’s name, b) the title, date, and medium of the work, c) the owner of the work. In addition the following credits are to be printed in an appropriate place: Photo credit as provided by the supplier of the photographic material, and copyright credit as provided by BONO or by BONO’s affiliated organisation through which permission is granted.

A copy of the publication in which the reproduced work appears is to be sent to the Munch Museum free of charge as soon as it is ready for publication. This complimentary copy is to be sent direct to the Munch Museum in addition to the ones that may be required by BONO or by one of BONO’s affiliated organisations.
