EXHIBITION OF THE SCREAM AND MADONNA FROM              SEPTEMBER 27 TO OCTOBER 1 IN THE MUNCH MUSEUM

Due to the great interest for Edvard Munch’s paintings The Scream and Madonna and their condition after the robbery, the Munch Museum will exhibit them in their present condition for a short period of time. 

The Scream and Madonna will be displayed lying flat, in specially-made, acclimatized glass showcases. Artworks with special reference to the two paintings will be presented on the walls. In the case of The Scream this includes the paintings Anxiety, Despair, the so-called Pastel-Scream, a lithographic version, and drawings closely connected to the motif.  Madonna will be accompanied by a series of lithographs and a number of drawings. In addition, relevant material will be displayed in showcases, such as notes and documentary photographs. Thus the exhibition will focus on the unique variety of the collections of the Munch Museum.

The exhibition opens to the public Wednesday September 27, at 10 am, and closes Sunday October 1, at 5 pm. 

The exhibition will have extended opening hours, 10 am -7 pm Wednesday, Thursday and Friday and 11 am – 5 pm Saturday and Sunday.
